VicHealth Indicators Survey 2015 Results

Corangamite highlights®

General wellbeing

Corangamite Shireresidentsreported significantly greater
wellbeingthan allVictorians. Residents gave their wellbeingan
average score of 82.5 out of 100, compared with the Victorian
average of 77.3.

There has been no significant change in subjective wellbeing for
Corangamite betweenthe 2007,2011 and 2015 surveys.**

Life satisfaction measures how people evaluate their lifeasa
whole. When asked torate their general satisfaction with life
onascalefromzeroto 10, residents of Corangamite reportedan
average score of 8.1. Thisis significantly higher than the Victorian
life satisfaction average score of 7.8.

Safety

Justovernineout of 10 (91.4%) Corangamite residents agreed
that they felt safe walking alone during the day, which is similar
tothe Victorianestimate (92.5%).

Corangamite residents’ perception of safety while walking alone
duringthe dayintheir localarea hassignificantly decreased when
comparedto 2007 results (2015=91.4%, 2007 = 98.6%). There
were no significant differences between 2011 and 2015 results.

Justover two-thirds (69.1%) of Corangamite residents agreed
that they felt safe walkingalone in their local area after dark,
whichis significantly more than the Victorian estimate (55.1%).

There hasbeen nosignificant change between the 2007, 2011 and
2015 surveys**inthe proportion of Corangamite residents who
agreedthatthey felt safe walkingaloneintheir localareaafter dark.

ABOUT THE SURVEY

The data comes from the VicHealth Indicators
Survey 2015, which focused on the health

and wellbeing of Victorians. It complements
other population health survey work conducted
inVictoria, such as the Victorian Population
Health Survey.

Datawas collected through telephone
interviews. The survey was conductedin each
of Victoria’s 79 LGAs, with a total sample of
22,819 participantsaged 18 and over. Two
items, subjective wellbeing and perceptions

of safety, wereincluded in previous indicator
surveysin 2007 and 2011, therefore changesin
theseitemsovertimearealsoreported.**

* These highlights compare results for the LGAwith Victorian estimates.
Significance has been calculated toa 95% level of probability. Statistical
significance provides anindication of how likely itisthataresult, such as
thedifference betweentwovalues,isdue tochance. Forexample,ifan LGA’s
wellbeing scoreis higher thanthe Victorian estimate, but the differenceis
not statistically significant, itis possible that the differenceis due to chance.
Whenvaluesare described as ‘similar’, it means that the difference between
valuesis not statistically significant. Significant differenceisindicated when
confidenceintervals foran LGA estimate do not overlap with confidence
intervals forthe Victorian estimate.

Aconfidenceintervalisarange of values that we would expect would
containthe true value of anestimate, toastated level of probability (95% is
commonly used). Confidence intervals of 95% have been calculated for each
indicator. Thismeans thatif we were to sample from the same population
100times, we would expect the populationestimate to fall within the
interval 95 times (95%) and we would expectit to fall outside the estimate
five times (5%).

(whether the participant had a mohile phone only) within each
LGA. Cruderates,alsoknownas non-standardised rates, are
shown hereto helpinform localised planning. Cruderatesare
notappropriate for comparisons betweenindividual LGAs, as
estimateshave not beenage-standardised and differences may be
due, at leastin part, todifferingage profiles. Significant differences
showninthisdocument may be partly due to differences between
theage profiles of the LGA and the Victorian populationasawhole.

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Mental wellbeing

The mental wellbeingindicators were level of resilience,
indicators of neighbourhood connection and trust, and
attitudesto gender equality inrelationships.

Corangamite residents reported anaverage resilience score of
6.8 out of 8. Thisis significantly higher than Victorianresidents,
who reportedanaverageresilience score of 6.4.

The proportion of Corangamite residents who agreed that people
intheirneighbourhood are willing to help each other out was
93.0%, significantly more than the Victorian estimate (74.1%).

Justovernine out of 10 (91.7%) residents felt that they liveina
close-knit neighbourhood, significantly more than the Victorian
estimate (61.0%).

Asignificantly larger proportion of Corangamite residents agreed
that peopleintheir neighbourhood can be trusted (92.7%),
compared tothe proportion of Victorians who agreed (71.9%).

Physical activity

Physicalactivity indicators were number of days of being
physically active for at least half an hour (specifically, zero days
=inactive; four or more days = adequately active), indicators of
type oforganised and non-organised physical activity,and an
indicator for sedentary behaviour at work.

ComparedtoallVictorians, a similar proportion of Corangamite
residentsengagedin no physicalactivity during the week
(20.7%, Victoria = 18.9%). A similar proportion of Corangamite
residentsengaged in physicalactivity four or more days per
week compared with the Victorian estimate (41.4%, Victoria
=41.3%). The three most popular non-organised physical
activitiesin Corangamite were walking (50.6%), jogging or
running (10.2%), and cycling (9.0%).

Healthy eating

Healthy eatingindicators were vegetable, fruitand water
consumption, as wellas frequency of take-away meals and
snacks. Corangamite residents ate an average of 2.4 serves of
vegetables perday, whichis similar to the Victorian average of
2.2.Corangamiteresidentsreported eatinganaverage of 1.8
serves of fruit each day, whichis similar to the Victorian average
of 1.6. Onaverage, Corangamite residents drank 4.6 cups of
water per day. Thisis significantly lower than the Victarian
average of 5.4.

Alcohol

Alcoholindicatorsincluded risk of short-term harm from
alcohol consumption (five drinks or more onasingle occasion),
very high risk of short-term harm from alcohol consumption
(11 or moredrinks on asingle occasion) and respondents’
attitude towards getting drunk to the point of losing balance.

Thirty-two per cent of Corangamite residents were identified
asbeingatrisk of short-term harm from alcoholinagiven
month, similar to the Victorian estimate (29.4%). Compared to
allVictorians, a similar proportion of Corangamite residents
wasidentified as being at very high risk of short-term harm each
month (11.6%, Victoria=9.2%).

Almostone-third (31.8%) of residents livingin Corangamite
agreed thatgettingdrunk every now and thenis okay. Thisis
similar tothe proportion of Victorians who agreed (27.9%).
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How to use the indicator results

Page 3 of this profile contains achart displayinginformation
abouteachindicator. Detailsonhow tointerpret the dataare
provided below.

Column 1 - Indicator: contains the name of each indicator
(e.g. Participationinany organised physical activity), grouped
by topicarea(e.g. Physical activity).

Column 2 - Measure: identifies whether the values for the
indicatorrepresentapercentage oranaverage score.

Column 3 - LGA estimate: contains the value for that indicator
acrossallsurvey participants within the LGA.

Column 4 - LGA estimate confidence interval: contains the 95%
confidenceinterval for the LGA value, with the lower and upper
values listed in brackets.

Theremaining columns display data for the whole of Victoria.
This allows readersto gauge how LGA results for each indicator
comparetotherestof the state.

Column 5 - Victorian estimate: contains the average response
for thatindicator forall survey participants within Victoria,
typically presented as apercentage.

Columns 6 and 8 - Victoria least favourable and Victoria
most favourable: contain the worstand best LGA valuesin
Victoria for thatindicator, respectively. Note that thisis not
necessarily the same as the lowest and highest LGA values
forany givenindicator. Sometimes a higher value is considered
less favourable (for example, for time spent sitting ona usual
work day).

Column 7 - Victorian range: is the graphical section of the chart
and displays four pieces of information.

1. Therange of LGAscoresacross Victoriaisindicated by the
length of the grey bar. Note that the bars have been scaled to
fit within the chart.

2. Theredverticallineonthe grey barindicates where the
Victorian estimateis located within the range of LGA values
(matchingthe valueinthe Victorian estimate column).

3. The position of the coloured circle indicates the location of
the LGA value within the range of values forall 79 LGAs.

4. Whether the LGA value was significantly different to the
Victorian estimateis shown by the colour of the circle. See
the chartlegend for an explanation of the circle colours.



Indicator results

Crude rates, also known asnon-standardised rates, have been presented here to help inform localised planning. Crude rates are not
appropriate for comparison between LGAs, as estimates have not been age-standardised and therefore differences may be due, at leastin
part, to differing age profiles.
